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RECYCLING WOOD

All scrap wood is recycled; every month we recycle 3,375 cubic feet. That is 
equivalent to 440 trees annually. Imagine 440 trees that are left growing for future 
generations.2

RECYCLING OFFICE MATERIALS

Naturally, at Strasser Woodenworks, we recycle paper, bottles, cans, and cardboard. 
In addition we are constantly evaluating ways to reduce waste and recycle even more.

PURCHASING

We have challenged our purchasers to acquire production materials from 
environmentally conscious suppliers who are committed to providing products with 
high recycled content wherever possible. We even print our brochures, catalogs, and 
price lists on recycled, Forest Stewardship Council certified, paper.

MINIMIZING FORMALDEHYDE

Formaldehyde has been identified as a health risk by environmentally conscious 
groups and individuals. Beginning in January 2009 Strasser Woodenworks will 
follow the 2009 California Formaldehyde Content Regulations, set by California Air 
Resources Board (CARB), for all our products. When you purchase our products you 
can be assured that we use only premium materials free of added formaldehyde.

REDUCING VOLATILE ORGANIC COMPOUND (VOC) EMISSIONS

We are crafting wood products that will be placed in a room with dramatic humidity 
swings – the bathroom. In order to protect the wood from humidity we need to apply 
very tough finishes. Unfortunately, these finishes do release some VOCs while curing. 
Washington state has some of the toughest emission standards in the nation. The 
good news is that we only use 25% of the Washington State permit quota. Here at 
Strasser, we are quite proud of that accomplishment. We are ahead of the curve on 
VOC emissions.
