We recommend screwing Vanities to wall studs in at least two positions along the
back and one in the side, if the side is against a wall. Shim where necessary be-
tween wall and cabinets if the wall is not exactly straight or plumb. Never close a
Adjustable gap by overly tightening the securing screws. Use a shim between the cabinet and
Foot Leveller wall before tightening.

Drawer Face Adjustment

2 Raise, lower, or level drawer face: loosen
mounting screws (A) and turn cam screws (B) to
raise/lower either side, or both sides, of face.
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/ Self-closing Drawer

1 Adjust drawer face left/right: loosen the four
drawer guide mounting screws (A) and manually
adjust drawer face sideways.

® Always re-tighten screws (A).
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Cleaning
Use only a damp cloth to clean your Bath Cabinets.
Never use abrasive cleansers on any part of your Bath Cabinet and use only a soft cloth, never a scouring sponge.
